Transcript

Toolboxes and Nhulunbuy High School

Nhulunbuy High School operates inside the NTSCHOOLS environment.

Most "school" settings focus on getting students to put their work in a private and secure place. User files and server data usually survives for a calendar year, after which it will be deleted to make space for the next academic year. There are few spaces where data and work can be captured over any time frame.

A key challenge for educators is to get learners working in the spaces educators want and might create! Getting the learner to use, then modify or present learning!
Nhulunbuy High School has implemented Apache 2.2.9 on Win XP and is in the process of shifting its RTO documentation (as html files), training packages, courses and all the Toolboxes to this location. This enables them to track date and time documents are updated as well as run message boards and file uploads, all in the one place. For archiving and portability they are using "website on a disk" by keeping their links "relative".

At this stage the school has a directory structure and templates set up in DreamWeaver. Teachers have created the shell documents to populate with data from training packages and courses and so on.  Teachers  have been checking out the Retail and Engineering Toolboxes and noting content and assessment tools. 

The next stage is to update assessment plans and then move the VET in schools course notes to web documents.

By managing its file upload system, teachers can monitor individual learner responses to Toolbox and other teaching content.
